ow many times have you looked at your

phone in the last hour? If you're like

most, the answer is probably more
than a few times. Here are some symptoms that
says you are addicted to social media and your
smartphone.

* Feeling anxious whenever you do not have
your phone in your physical possession

* Constantly checking the phone for new texts,
coupled with the compulsion to respond to
them immediately

* You feel that your phone just vibrated. Only
after looking into it, you realize it's a false
alarm

* You can't stop scrolling Facebook or
Instagram feeds

* You get panicked or urged to
recharge your battery
immediately when your
phoneis dead

e In a social event or a public
place, you pull out your
phone even though there
was no need

How addiction works?

It starts with the release of
'Dopamine'. What's dopamine? It's a
neurotransmitter chemical that makes you
feel good. Our brains are designed to release
dopamine when we do something that meets a
survival need, like eating. Many studies have
shown that using smartphone causes the
release of dopamine in our brains, making us
feel aroused, motivated, and happy.

It's similar to how people get addicted to
alcohol, tea, coffee or any other drug. When we
drink tea, it makes us feel refreshed, which in

turn makes us feel good, again which in turn
our brain registers that it likes tea, in the form
of a'dopamine hit'".

But each time you did something that prompted
the release of dopamine, your brain started to
notice a pattern. Soon enough, your brain
began to associate 'cell phone' with 'dopamine.’
Since your brain naturally craves easy hits of
dopamine, it started to crave your phone.

So why and how social media apps are
designed to be addictive?

Let's first see the 'how' part with a little
experiment:

In 1930, B.F Skinner, an American
psychologist, carried an experiment to
study the behaviorof pigeons. In his
experiment he made three cases of

study on pigeons.

In the first case, the pigeon was
locked in a box and whenever it
pecked a button, it received
food. So, the pigeon knew that
it should peck the button to
receive food. In the second case,

the same pigeon was given food
at the interval of 60 secs despite
the button being pressed (pecked).

So, the pigeon stopped pecking the
button because it knew that the food would be
delivered at certain intervals. In the third case,
the pigeon was given food at random intervals
which raised the uncertainty alarm in its brain.

So, it started to peck more often and became

aggressive. So, the bottom line is,'uncertainty’
made the pigeon to go crazy.

In the same way Facebook and Instagram and
every app's notification system is designed to
induce and manipulate the human's dangerous
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weakness “the uncertainty”, which makes us
often to check for any new updates like how
many likes I have got? did I get any message? or
anticipating what's next from the limbo of
endless scrolling in Facebook, Instagram etc.,

Now, the 'why' part!

Every app that makes you feel good, either it
may be a social media apps like Facebook,
Instagram, YouTube etc., or games like PUBG,
candy crush etc., are designed to engage users
for long time on their platform. Why? The
Reason is 'Advertisements'. The more you
spend your time on these
platforms/services more Ads are 6 &
shown to you. So they can
generate tons and tons of
money indirectly from you.
Keep this in mind “if
something is free, then'you'
are the product”. They design
their app with you in their mind
so that they can study your

behavior and show content based on your

past activities or even manipulate your
emotions on their platform by tracking your
activities across the internet. So basically,
social media is trying to hack into your brain
and give you pleasure in the form of dopamine
hits whenever you get a new notification, funny
videos etc.,

What should you do?

We all live in a busy world. In this busy life, on
average, a person will have 50,000 thoughts
every day in which 95% of them are
repeated. So, there is a very little space or time
for us to allow new thoughts. But, when you
realize that you live in this 'repeating life', you
will recognize how the world is running around

You feel that your phone
Just vibrated. Only after looking
into it, you realize it’s a
false alarm

you. Now you'll see each and every action in our
daily life is not in your control but the power lies
in media, entertainment and advertising.

Instead of allocating time in your brain for an
app that reserves your time when it sends out a
new notification (ding sound), spend “your”
time and allow a new thought on your own. It's
nothing to be ashamed of getting bored, in fact,
many studies shows that boredom allows a
person to plan his/her future and allow
someone to make new thoughts. Yes, it is easy
to get temporarily satisfied with the rewards
from the so called “virtual world” social
media than the real physical world,
which is filled with hurdles and it
is hard to get a single reward.
But which one do you prefer?
the easiest yet ineffective
pleasure (reward) from virtual
world or a little harder yet real
pleasure from physical world?

3.Feel the difference for, at least, one week
without obsessing over a smartphone and
social medias.
